Many years ago | took my class on a cycling tour of

Mount Taranaki. We practised riding in groups and

introducing ourselves to others as the aim was to learn

more about other communities around the mountain.

The tour took us a week but there was a lot of fun and

learning. Several years later | returned to a function in

the area. Most of my ex-students were there but now in

their early twenties. All of them talked about biking

around the mountain i not about their reading or maths

so it must have been a memorable experience.

Staff use these outdoor experiences to see how
students work with others in different situations and on
their own. Unfortunately, some students have missed
out on this opportunity at the start of the year and they
will feel a little bit left out as a number of follow-up
activities will relate to camp activities. Before you make
a decision that will affect your child please consider the
factors mentioned above and talk to the teachers
involved. Often a shared experience is memorable and
can provide good links for later in life.

If your child is a Year 5 or 6 they have a couple of great
experiences to come this year. Make sure you start
