PRINCIPAL'S MESSAGE

Tena koutou,

As we head into Week 3, the senior school is building up to their annual camps — Room 1 to Chosen
Valley Christian Camp in Ararimu, Room 2 to Lonsdale Park in Kaeo and Rooms 3 and 4 have an
adventurous week planned, going to Kelly Tarlton’s, the Zoo and Glenbervie Adventure Forest.

The cost for these camps has been substantially reduced due to the awesome efforts of Cindy in the
office who makes applications to funding agencies on the school’s behalf and to the outstanding
efforts of parents and children who have fundraised for weeks prior to going to camp.

Having these funds available, means that we have been able to reduce costs by over 50% per camp,
so our children are indeed very fortunate to be able to have these experiences.

On another note, at the last Board meeting, the Board agreed to accept the Government’s offer of
$150 per student next year and so this exempts parents from having to pay school donations. This
scheme has been offered to schools in order that the Government is being seen to provide a free
education system to parents, family and whanau.

The only cost that schools can now ask their parents to pay, is for school camps — all other
curriculum related activities will now be covered by the school. So curriculum related expenses e.g
Seesaw subscriptions and Photocopy and Technology Fees will no longer be charged to parents.
